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A Study on the “Navigation Act” of 1660 and its Influence
on the English Shipping Policy.
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Abstract

England made a series of Navigation Acts designed to create for English merchants and
shipowners a monopoly in the handling and carriage of colonial goods,. and at the same time to do
much damage to the entrepdt and carrying trade of the Dutch. The basis of a series of them was
Cromwell’s Navigation Act of 1651, but this was so soon superseded by An Act for the Encouraging
and increasing of Shipping and Navigation, i.e., the “Navigation Act” of 1660 by Charles II, which
modified and extended its provisions. The Navigation Act of 1660, as a shipping policy in

mercantilism ages, constitutes the economic framework of the old colonial system.
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The primary purpose of this study is to analyze the contents, purposes, and effects of the
Navigation Act of 1660 as a system of protection and flag discrimination and to inquiry into its
influence on basic factors of production of shippihg——ship as means of production and seaman as
labor power—in England in terms of their competitive power, comparing with them in Holland. lts
secondary purpose is to suggest the implication of its reéult to Korean shipping in making shipping

policies relating to ship and seaman today.
