This turning to male companionships seems characteristicaily American,
recalling the paired Huck Finn and Jim, Natty Bumppo and Chingachgook, Ismael and
Queequeg. Curiously, with the exception of Ismael, they are all variations of primitives.
And in Santiago Hemingway has created as fine a primitive as the twentieth century
has revealed, one who seems worthy of comparision with Mark Twain’s Huck Finn or
Jim. But the old man is more richly endowed than most primitives: bearing the name of
Saint James, who was fisherman and martyr, he strangely unites the matador and the
crucified.®
