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Abstract

The emergence of solecism could be said to result generally from (1} author’s ig-
norance due to his lack of grammatical knowledge, (2) author’s illusionary misun-
derstanding or erroneous analogy owing to his unconscious mentality eager to de-
scribe something particular and (3) author’s intension to emphasize some speci fic
situation or person. And the pattern of solecism of the parts of speech are in-
deed diverse and are, of all others, the most varied in the usages of verb and
conjunction, and the reasons seem to be that: (1) the scope of verb’s variation
is very wide and the kinds of verb are numerous, and (2) the functions of con-
junction are usually different from those of the other parts of 'speech, its meaning

covering all the words, clauses or phrases, and are apt to make instant judge-

ment of its meaning erroneous.
