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Abstract

It is said that in OE and ME, nearly all kinds of nouns were used in the form of
S-genitive, but all along the course of the development of English down to Present-
day English - from synthesis to analysis - the use of genitive suffixes have been far less
freely used. The use of S-genitive form, therefore, is restricted to personal names and
personal and proper neuns - animate nouns, while of-phrase takes the place of S-genitive
for other nouns.

Nevertheless S-genitive remains in Present-day English as set-phrase. Due to rapid
increase of publications, particularly of news magazines and newspapers, it is presumed
that there might be prevalent use of S-genitive to obtain stylistic effect, simplification
of sentence and economy of space, etc.

The purpose of this paper is to study this tendency of the use of S-genitive.
